What is the UACES Student Forum?

The UACES Student Forum is an active organisation with a membership of over 700 research students from many universities and disciplines across Europe. The aim of the Student Forum is to provide a voice for postgraduate students within the UACES community and to facilitate dialogue and the exchange of information between students at different institutions. The Committee’s responsibilities include organising two conferences each year, liaising with the UACES Committee, managing the Student Forum website (www.euro-research.eu) and EuroResearch email list and liaising with the Editors of the ‘JCER | Journal of Contemporary European Research’. Postgraduate students who are interested in getting more involved with the activities of the Student Forum are encouraged to stand for the Committee.

What posts are available?

Committee member – Conference financial officer

The Committee member will be responsible for overseeing the budget of the UACES Student Forum Annual Conference which takes place in Spring each year. In addition, the person will be contacting potential sponsors, such as academic publishers and magazines.

Committee member – JCER liaison officer

‘JCER | Journal of Contemporary European Research’ is an open access online journal in European Studies publishing the articles of established academics as well as early career researchers. The post involves being on the journal's Advisory Board and other ad hoc responsibilities.
All Committee members will be required to contribute to the work of the Student Forum by assisting the Chair and the other members with the organisation of Student Forum activities. Committee members should be able to attend up to 3-4 committee meetings per year and be in correspondence by email regularly.

What happens next?

Those eligible to vote in the elections are:
· Delegates at the European Studies Research Students’ Conference in London on 9 November 2009

· Subscribers to the EuroResearch email list (excluding those who are delegates at the conference)
If any position is contested, a ballot will be held after the lunch break at the European Studies Research Students’ Conference in London on 9 November 2009 and an online ballot for subscribers to the EuroResearch email list will be held from 9–22 November 2009.
The EuroResearch email list is closed to new subscribers during the election period (both the period leading up to the elections and during the elections).

Terms of office, which start on the 1 December 2009, will be for one year with the option of remaining on the Committee for a second year.
